The meeting was called to order at 6:05 p.m. by President Frank Werner – Frank adjusted the order of the agenda to approve January minutes and this meeting’s agenda before we started business.  Motion to approve Brian Brennan.

President’s Report (Frank Werner) Frank stated that we met with the CFOA on February 11th.  OCFOA had agenda items submitted and all items were discussed in the general meeting.  There will be a $2.00 increase for game fees in 2018.  The start of the season with be August 17th.  Last week of regular season will be October 26th.  Section finals will be the week of Thanksgiving.  May 16th will be the next CFOA meeting at the CIF office.  This meeting will be for District Personnel (AD’s/Administrators).  Insurance requirements for officials were discussed and are now a CFOA mandate.   Fingerprint clearance for officials was discussed and is at least 2 years away.   As far as on-line voting goes, the only unit to use it is Mohave Desert.  Packets will be available to units first week of July. The first passing league scheduled is at Dana Hills May 19. Camp Oxy had two dates scheduled for instructional purposes, July 16th and August 4th.
Secretary /Treasurer’s Report (Greg Crook)
 Main Focus:  Financial overview of the Association was discussed and the possibility of reducing dues for the 2018 season. Will be covered more in dept in new business.
Vice-President (Jeff Roberts)

  Main Focus:   Crews are up to date on the website as of February 22, 2018.  The possibility of a scholarship for the Colorado camp was brought forward.  Frank stated we have an anonymous donor that will cover one official’s tuition.  Selected member will be informed by Jeff of this assignment.  Jeff discussed possibility of on-line procedures with CFOA and would like to make presentation to CFOA on June 10th. Jeff announced the social committee would be Don Aristo and Joel Graham.
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Instructional/Ratings Chairman (Chad Wilson)

Main Focus:  Chad stated ratings procedures will be in place by May 30th.  Instructional Program should be in place and ready for approval at the April 10th meeting.  Discussion about non-certified officials was discussed at length.  The major concern was the non-certified process was not working and being taken advantage of by certain members.  Chad proposed for the non-certified officials to do the following things before they are certified for game assignments.  
1.  Attend 3 meetings

2.  Pass the certification test

3.  All monetary obligations must be fulfilled.  

4.  Present proof of Liability insurance    

Motion was made by Greg Crook and seconded by Mark Harrison.  Motion carried 4 yes to 2 nos.   Chad then made the motion to change the reserves kept by the Association to 25% down from 40%.  Discussion ensued with the major focus on unforeseeable financial circumstances such as the Association having to move to a much more expensive venue for meetings.  Chad made the motion and Brian Brennan seconded.  Motion carried 4 yes to 2 nos.
Assignor (Paul Caldera)  
          Main Focus:  Paul spoke in rebuttal to complaints about specific assigning issues and conflicts from two members at the January 10th meeting.  Paul referred to examples where one member had accepted assignments and given them back for personal reasons such as a date and working college practices. Both members also were upset because they were not selected as instructors for the membership.  Reasons for this was their usage of college mechanics and rules interpretations in the classroom and on the field.  
Paul then discussed playoff scheduling of officials and how it works with the Association and through the CIF office. Paul clarified the scheduling process, so members would understand that the first 2 rounds were assigned by Paul and the

3rd and 4th rounds were assigned by the CIF office. CIF stated they would always use the best available officials for the 3rd and 4th round games.  Paul made it very clear how this process works, and it is not up to him to make these assignments for the 3rd and 4th. For our Passing League Tournaments, Dana Hills wants to use 2-man crews for morning games and 3-man crews for semis and finals. San Juan Hills will probably use 2-man crews .The Edison Tournament will likely use 3-man crews for all games. Payment for these games is still in the discussion mode. Red line procedures will go out March 1st. Paul has waived turn back game fees and returned the fees paid in 2017,but will charge for turn backs in 2018.

    Greg Crook:   Main focus:  Major discussion about liability insurance for all members and reduction of dues.

Proof of Liability        Insurance through a sports organization will be a requirement for officials to be eligible for membership.   Greg made a motion for dues for the 2018 season for all returning and transfer officials at $160 and new members be $85.  Brian Brennan seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
